RE:  Opportunities to Contract to Provide Indigent Defense Services in the Ohio Public 
 Defender’s Multi-County Program 
 
Through the Office of the Ohio Public Defender’s (OPD’s) Multi-County Program and Trumbull County 
Office, the OPD provides indigent defense services in Adams, Athens, Brown, Fayette, Jackson, 
Pickaway, Pike, Ross, Trumbull, and Washington counties. These services are delivered through both 
independent contract attorneys and county public defender offices. The OPD is currently accepting 
applications from the private defense bar for independent contract positions in each of the 10 counties 
for which we provide indigent defense services.  
 
Independent attorney contract positions are open for misdemeanor, felony, and juvenile delinquency 
representation. To be considered for an independent contract, attorneys must meet the requirements 
set forth in Ohio Administrative Code 120-1-10. They must also maintain a practice with workloads that 
comply with Ohio Administrative Code 120-1-07.  
 
Interested attorneys must submit a completed application, resume, and letter of interest to 
CountyContractAttys@opd.ohio.gov by April 17, 2026 to be considered for a Fiscal Year 2027 (July 1, 
2026 through June 30, 2027) contract. The application may be accessed through this link or by utilizing 
the QR code below:
